The Cosmetology program prepares students in all aspects of cosmetology. The program consists of 
1600 hours training in theoretical foundations, manipulative skills, business knowledge, professional 
and ethical practices and prepares students to take the Texas State Board of Cosmetology 
examination for licensure.  

An Associate of Applied Science (AAS) is a technical degree. Technical courses are less likely to 
transfer to a four-year school. Students planning to transfer to four-year schools should be aware that 
each college determines its own degree requirement and diferent colleges require diferent courses 
for the same degree.  Therefore, students who plan to transfer to other institutions should use the 
degree plan requirements at the transfer institution to guide their choice at Lee College.  The best 
source of information regarding degree plan requirements is the ofcial catalog of the institution.  
Catalogs are available on the transfer institutions website.
