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Abstract
Abstract is not always required. Refer to your assignment sheet for instructor preference. On the
first line of the abtract page, center and bold the word “Abstract” (No italics, underlining, or
quotation marks). The abstract paragraph should be a maximum of 250 words, and you may list
keywords from your research. To do this, indent as you would if you were starting a new
paragraph and list keywords.

Paper Title Goes Here Too

The first paragraph is the introduction of your paper topic. This section does not need to
be labeled because it should be obvious by containing only your research introductory
information.

Subsequent paragraphs are called body pragraphs. These indented paragraphs may be
prefaced with subheadings as needed. Headings can be used to organize your paper into sections.
This can make it easier for your reader to process the information you are conveying. Each
heading has a different formatting giving the reader a visual cue of the organization. Headings
are referred to as levels with Level 1 as most important. The entire document should be double
spaced with 1 inch margins.
